PRODUCTION IN BRITISH COLUMBIA

Our knowledge infrastructure is built fro
combined management has producegroduced 8 feature films, 16 movies for
television and over 450 episodes of series television, and continues to produce movies anc
television programming that appeals to both the North American and foreign markets. We
utilize the advantages afforded a Canadian production company. MVP benefits from the
immense infrastructure of locations in Vancouver, which now ranks as the third largest
North American production center.

Currently in the province, the entertainment industry is outperforming the high tech
sector . British Columbiabds quality film ¢
the province. This diverse labor pool, together with an abundant variety of exterior
locations, combined with a 6% regional tax credit incentive from the BC government has
led to a substantial increase in production outside the lower mainland. MVP has shot in
many locations throughout the province and looks forward to taking advantage of these
spectacular locations throughout the regions.

CANADIAN FINANCING ADVANTAGES
Public And Private Equity Financing

MVP is able to leverage its own equity contribution to a project by utilizing numerous
private and public equity and subsidy funding programs from both federal and provincial
sources. In addition to equity investment, some of these funds come in the form of non
recoupable grants and low interest loans.

The largest Canadian source of equity investment is often contributed by Telefilm Canada.
This federal funding agency can invest up to $4 million or 75% of the production budget of
a Canadian feature film, as well as significant funds for development.

BC Fil m, Telefil mds provincial counterpa
development and production budgets, as has Telefilm Canada.

The Canada Media Fund (CMF), a private organization, contributes hgpsse fee top
equity investments andrapayable financing through a performance envelope program.

For example, when MVP fin&heesratiomxXd receives a commitment from a Canadian
broadcaster, the CMF has the potential to top up that license fee if the content is developed
for distribution on at least two platforms. All of the projects that MVP develops have the
potential for mulplatform distribution.



Production Labor Tax Credits

The most significant contributions to financing our projects are the federal and pr
credits. These tax credits are associated with the film and television industry and a
rebate to the producer (MVP) of up to 60% of the labor costs of a production. For e
a $10 million film, MVP could receive federal and provincial tax credits in excess of 8
MVi?
We are able to finance productions through various public and private equity investment funds,
including but not limited to, MVP Capital VII (VCC) Inc., together with the aforementioned
federal and provincial subsidy furgtedoations and tax credits. In addition to the above,
MVP will secure a combination of domestic and fesalgg, ficense fees and distribution
guarantees and advances. Tdagwdicense fees and distribution guarantees will be backed
by low interest loans, which we have and will continue to access. All of the above Canadian
leveraged financing contributes to the growth of the company and the increase in the fair market
value of its shares.

Treaty CoProduction

As a Canadian production company, MVP has a tremendous advantage over film and television
companies in other countries around the world. The Canadian government has negotiated over

40 treaties for internationgdroduction. These official treapraductions allow Canadian

producers to combine Canadian tax advantages with those of a foreign producer. MVP took
advantage of the Canada/Frapoedaation treaty during the productldfelirfie which

brought the maximum subsidies to the picture from both Canada and France. This allowed for a
much higher production budget and larger corporate overhead fees and profit participation.
Currently, MVP has entered into an- agreement
produce a slate of feature film and television programs.

Distribution

Our objective is to own the underlying rights to a film or television property and exploit those
rights in countries or territories throughout the world (i.e. Canada, USA, Europe, Australia,

Asia, Latin America, etc.). These rights usually cover all forms of media, including but not
limited to, theatrical exhibition, home video and DVD, free and cable television and pay per
view.

When entering into apcoduction, MVP will often share these rights withrtticiog

partner. As referenced earlier, financing the project may involve a third party distributor and/
orvariouspeal es i n one or two foreign companies.
a project that allows MVP to own all worldwide rights. At the end of the day, MVP usually
holds on to Canada and either foreign or U.S. domestic territories.

Multiple revenue streams exist within each of our properties in both domestic and foreign
markets. MVP would receive industry standard sales fees, commissions, royalties and profit
participation from theatrical exhibition, pay per view, free TV, and cable licensing, DVD/video
release and ancillary merchandising platforms.

The film and television rights to our properties are sold for a limited period of time, usually two

to six years. This creates future sales cycles from each revenue stream that will be generated
from our growing library of entertainment product. This library will provide shareholder value

for many years into the future.
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Film and television is a more thaifli@diayear industry in B.C. As the-khig®st

production center in North America (after Los Angeles and New York), B.C. has seen its
film and television industry grow at a remarkable rate over the past several years. From a
base of just 4 productions and $12 million in 1978, the industry has grown to 239
productions with expenditures of $1.3 billion in 2009.

Recent years have seen the production dollars spent in BC rise to above $1.1 billion
annually averaged over the past 10 years. Over the last 2 years production has risen 209
above that average.
